The company is committed to increasing the use of sustainable materials with
low hazard, energy-saving, and easy to recycle; prohibit the use of raw
materials under the Restriction of Conflict Minerals and Hazardous
Substances Directive; We will make our best efforts in pollution prevent and
control, climate change mitigation and adaptation, preventing deforestation,
biodiversity conservation and natural habitat restoration.

Fair business transactions, consumer concern

The Company will comply with and require suppliers to comply with the Code
of Ethics, anti-corruption, fair competition, social responsibility of the value
chain, and promotion and respect for property rights; Regarding consumer
concern, we are committed to fair contracts, sustainable consumption, and
protection of customers' health and safety, as well as privacy.
